Randy Guynn, the head of the Financial Institutions Group of Davis Polk & Wardwell, will give an insider's view of the financial crisis. He will discuss the causes of the current crisis, how long, deep and broad it is likely to be, a timeline of significant events, and the likely legal, regulatory and political responses. According to the American Lawyer, Davis Polk has been "a go-to firm during Wall Street's meltdown" and Mr. Guynn has played a prominent role in that effort. His representations have included Freddie Mac on its rescue by the U.S. Treasury, the Federal Reserve Bank of New York on its rescue of AIG, the New York Fed on the U.S. government's bank capital injection program, Citigroup on the government's capital injections and financial assistance packages, Morgan Stanley on its conversion into a bank holding company and the Securities Industry and Financial Markets Association in connection with the proposed legislative responses to the financial crisis, including the creation of a systemic risk regulator.
